Leaders at A Creation Seventh Day and Adventist Church could face jail time
because they refuse to back down before accusations of trademark infringement.

Despite a federal judge's ruling, A Creation Seventh Day and Adventist Church in
Guys will not change their name because they say it violates their right to freedom
of speech and religion. "This is the name that the Lord had given us, that no other
name we can take can be appropriate,” said Lucan Shartier, a church member.

The General Conference Corporation of Seventh Day Adventists wants the church
in Guys to change its name. "When we started out 20 years ago we expected this
would happen to us,” said Shartier.

But the church refuses to do it. "Our religion requires us to use this name,” said
Shartier.

The church in Guys broke away from the international organization in 1991. "For
about 20 years they have known who we are, why we are separate, what we are
doing. We have never been confused with them and we have always been
forthcoming,” said Shartier.

On Thursday, members said federal marshals will destroy anything with the
church's name on it that links them to the mother church.

Because the church opposes a judge order to change the name, members could go
to federal prison. "A jail term is unpleasant. They are stripping us of our livelihood,
our jobs, our freedom, but they cannot strip us of our faith,” said Shartier.

Members vowed to stand their ground. "That is our faith and if their are
consequences for that, that is up to our God," said Shartier.

An attorney representing the international church said his client and the court are
not asking members to alter their religious practices. They want the Guys church
not to use the words Seventh Day Adventists in the name of the church because
that infringes on their trademark.
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
